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Safety Corner: 
Running Away From Home? 
 

Are you thinking about running 
away?  It might feel like there's 
no way to fix the problems that 
are making you think about 
running away. If you can, tell 

your mom or dad how you feel. They need to know 
that you're upset or that you're afraid they don't love 
you or want you around. It may be possible to work 
together as a family to change things for the better. 
Sometimes talking with a counselor as a family can 
help. 
 
If the problem is as serious as abuse and a parent is 
involved, then talk to a teacher or counselor at 
school, a good friend's parent, a close relative, or 
another trusted adult. Let that person help you find 
somewhere safe to stay. It might be hard to share this 
secret because you may feel ashamed or afraid of 
getting someone in trouble, but remember that abuse 
is never your fault! 
 
Another option is to call the National Runaway 
Switchboard at (800) 621-4000. It's open 24 hours a 
day and the call is free. The switchboard operators 
get thousands of calls each year, many from kids 
who have run away or know someone who has.
